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Course Registration Notes

Update: January, 2025

College of Political Science and Economics

1. Registration for Major Courses

A. During the course registration period, only students from the College of
Political Science and Economics (including double majors, interdisciplinary
programs, and dual degrees) are allowed to register for major courses.

B. Other students may register for these courses on the day designated
for all students during the course adjustment period.

C. Course registration must be done by the students themselves and

registration by instructors or administrative staff is not permitted.

2. Minimum Credits for Course Registration and Eligibility for Additional
Credits

A. Students can register for a minimum of 1 credit and a maximum of 19
credits per semester.

B. If a student has a GPA of 3.75 or higher without any F grades or if
they have completed at least 17 credits in the previous semester with an
average GPA of 3.75 or higher without any F grades, they are eligible to
register for up to 3 additional credits.

4. Course Drop Policy

A. Students may drop up to 9 credits per semester

B. After dropping courses, students must still be registered for at least 1
credit.

C. Courses with drop limit (mandatory courses for freshmen, lab and
pratical courses, flexible semester courses, and team project courses) are
not allowed to drop.

D. Once a drop request is submitted through the portal system, it cannot
be reversed or canceled, and students cannot register for additional credits
to replace the dropped credits.

5. Introduction of Flexible Course Registration Credit System (Effective from
Spring 2025)

A. Students can pre-utilize or carry over up to 3 credits within an
academic year.

- [Credit Pre-utilization] Spring Semester : During the course adjustment
period at the beginning of the semester (by year group ~ open adjustments
for all).

- [Credit Carryover] Fall Semester : Starting from the course preregistration phase.
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B. The following students are not eligible for the flexible course
registration credit system

- Students exceeding the standard period of study (including those
postponing graduation).

- Domestic or international exchange students who are not enrolled as
regular students of this university.

- Students with academic status changes in the spring semester (e.g.,
leave of absence, domestic or international exchange).

- New or transfer students enrolled in the fall semester.

- Students whose final semester of the required registration period is in

the spring semester of the academic year
