E. Information on prohibition of applying for liberal arts sports

1) Students from other departments except for the Division of Global Sport
Studies can complete up to 3 credits of liberal arts sports during their
enrollment. However, our Division of Global Sport Studies students are
prohibited from applying for [golf], [swimming], [badminton], [ski], [sports
dance], [soccer], [table tennis], [tennis], and [baseball] among liberal arts
and sports courses. Except for the above nine subjects among liberal arts
and sports courses, up to three credits can be completed.

2) In the case of general transfer students, the matters that include the
courses that have been recognized for credit among the credits completed
by all universities, but the fact that students before 2003 have 6 credits
for liberal arts and sports are the same as those of other departments.

C. Precautions for application for courses opened in Seoul
Campus

1) Students who belong to Sejong Campus are selected as majors at Anam
Campus among the courses opened at Seoul Campus
You can take the course only
(However, subjects opened by the same or similar department as the
student's first major may not be taken).
> example : Students majoring in liberal arts cannot take major courses
in liberal arts.

2) Students belonging to Sejong Campus do not violate the restrictions of 1)
above among the courses opened by Seoul Campus

Courses can be completed up to 21 credits, and those completed are
recognized as general selection (a classification of completion that is only
reflected in the total credits of graduation).

3) However, the department (major) belonging to the Seoul Campus is the
second major (double major, convergence major, and student design major)
If you complete the course, you are not subject to the above restrictions,
but if you complete a department affiliated with Seoul Campus as a minor,
you are subject to the above restrictions.
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Precautions for course registration
> This is because completion of the second major is mandatory for

graduation, but completion of the minor major is optional.

D> example : If a student majoring in Korean literature in the Department
of Political Science and Diplomacy in the Department of Political
Science and Diplomacy in the Department of Humanities, he or she
cannot complete the Department of Psychology in the Department of
Liberal Arts as a minor. This is because 21 credits are required to
complete a minor in the psychology department of liberal arts college,
but 21 credits are available for completion among the major courses of

Seoul Campus, including minor.

2) Students who completed at least 17 (or 18) credits in the previous regular
semester with a GPA of 3.75 or higher and no F grades.
B. Classification Criteria for Course Registration Eligibility
The course registration period varies by academic year, and students can check the
detailed schedule through the portal announcements.
[Eligibility Criteria by Academic Year]
1) 1st Year: Students who have completed up to 33 credits.
2) 2nd Year: Students who have registered for at least 3 semesters and completed
between 34 and 67 credits.
3) 3rd Year: Students who have registered for at least 5 semesters and completed
between 68 and 101 credits.
4) 4th Year: Students who have registered for at least 7 semesters and completed
more than 102 credits.
